Last year the race hosted 1200 runners and 

raised approximately $65,000. These funds, along with generous donations from corporate 

and individual sponsors helps St. Luke's provide financial and "hands on" support to many 

of our outreach partners.

Mountain T.O.P. is an interdenominational, non-profit Christian       

mission located in Grundy County, Tennessee in Appalachia that ministers to the 

needs of its rural folks.

Remember our youth with Phil spent a week in June to serve and two adult groups 

went in October. What a year for our mission and an opportunity to serve! The groups 

divided into separate teams along with volunteers 

from a number of other churches and worked with 

the rural families concerning necessary home      

construction/repair projects, but also  provided a 

listening ear addressing their spiritual, emotional and social needs – the mission of Mountain 

T.O.P. The projects ranged from replacing roofs to rebuilding porches to hanging dry wall to 

painting and everything in between, all underneath a beautiful blue sky and mountain       

foliage. We worked, served, shared, and experienced the joy of discipleship. By the end of 

each project, both the families and the volunteers felt the power and spirit of Christ’s love.  
 

With our efforts, we believe we touched their hearts as they touched ours. Think about    

joining us next year for an experience that will change your life and the lives of others. YOU 

can make a difference!
