Stephen Ministry ð Where did it all begin? 
 

There has been lots of talk about the Stephen Ministry here at St. Lukeõs, including 

commissioning Cathie Rogers as one of our Stephen Leaders on July 19. So, you 

have heard how it is a distinctively Christian way of caregiving in which trained  

individuals enter into a supporting and caring relationship with those who are    

hurting or going through a difficult time. 

Hopefully, you have begun to understand 

that this ministry is a growing and         

wonderful addition to the ways that we all 

care for one another here at St. Lukeõs. 

 

But, like me, you may be wondering, why is 

it called òStephenó Ministry? Well, the   

obvious answer is that Stephen Ministry is 

named for Stephen, whose story is told in 

the sixth chapter of the book of Acts. 

(Recall Bobõs sermons in July?) The       

apostles, guided by the Holy Spirit,       

commissioned a group of individuals to 

work with them to do acts of caring       

ministry. Stephen was one of those persons, 

one of the first lay persons to be sent out to 

do caring ministry. Because Stephen  

Ministers are commissioned to do acts of 

caring, it seemed appropriate for this      

ministry to be named in honor of Stephen. 

And another interesting bit of trivia,      

Kenneth Haugk, the founder of Stephen Ministry, was the pastor of St. Stephenõs  

Lutheran Church when he began the Stephen Ministry program. 

 

So, there you have it.  By relying on the spiritual gifts of others in the congregation, 

we are extending and multiplying our ministry to one another. Feel free to contact

A New Addition in the Music 

Ministry...St. Lukeõs has another 
addition to its family of musical      

instruments. In our Chapel is now a 

3½ rank Schantz pipe organ purchased 

from Adele McKee prior to our most 

recent building project. It is out of  

storage, up and running, and is a     

perfect fit for the worship space. Robert 

Coulter and Associates, a local pipe 

organ building and reconstruction firm, 

assembled the instrument. Their team 

of technicians rewired the          

instrument, tuned and voiced all 

the pipes individually, and matched 

the color of the instrument to the 

Chapel. The console is moveable 

which will help in making options 

for worship flexible, depending on 

our needs. The organ creators, the 

Schantz Organ Company from  

Orville, Ohio, are the same     

manufacturers who built the pipe 

organ for our Sanctuary. It is a 

quality instrument that will serve to 

enhance worship in the Chapel for 

years to come.

The ACTUP program,  

sponsored by the Templeton Foundation and St. Lukeõs Presbyterian Church, hosted the Missoula Childrenõs Theatre for a 

week of drama, music, improvisation, graphic arts and dance.  When students were not in rehearsal they were in classes taught 

by talented church leaders Leigh Cameron, Catherine Anne Thomas, Liane LeMaster, Layton Williams, Clair Maxwell, Cathy 

Schreiber, Katie Bostick and Taryn Temples.     

The audience obviously enjoyed themselves, but the true beneficiaries of ACTUPõs summer day camp are the cast members. 

Since this is our third year of ACTUP camp, one of the true delights was to see the growth of confidence in children who have 

participated more than once. To see these young people express themselves in new ways and be willing to encourage the other 

children for whom this was their first time. Even the youngest among them, would reach out to one another when confidence 

levels where low. One child was having a difficult time mastering a skill in a theatre game and his fellow classmate offered to 

give up his turn in order for the other child to try again. These two children, along with all the other cast members, will always 

have that moment in their mental òtool boxesó. And when they might have a rough day, they can pull that out and say, òI can 

do it!ó You should be proud of your students and the incredible amount of hard work they put forth during that week. Those of 

us on the ACTUP team would like to thank all of the volunteers, parents, teachers and financial supporters of this ministry of 

St. Lukeõs --- KUDOS to all of you.
