Dear Church Friends and Supporters ~ 
 

We have great news to report from SLLS.  On May 5 and 6, a Quality Assurance Review team from the SACS/AdvancED       
accreditation program spent hours interviewing almost 90 òstakeholdersó and pouring over documentation, artifacts and     
evidence, putting SLLS under the microscope to determine if we met the seven Standards necessary to be accredited.  At the exit 
interview, the Team announced that they would recommend to the Georgia Council, and then the national council, that SLLS 
be accredited òwithout reservation,ó which means that by the time school starts in September, we are expecting to be fully and 
officially accredited for the first time in the schoolõs history.  The news was met with joy, relief and even some tears as a year of 
preparation was wrapped up.  SLLS is now in the company of colleges and schools in 30 states and 65 countries.  
 

Two recommendations were made regarding long range vision and evaluating student performance.  The recommendations will 
be addressed during the next two years; in five years we will be reviewed again to maintain the accreditation. 
 

Over 11 years ago, former Director Amy Hulett, along with several visionary church members, opened a Parentsõ Morning Out 
program and laid a solid foundation.  This year, our staff of 26 STELLAR women made a wish, reached for the 
stars and saw a dream come true.
